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frequently, and with terrible clarity...

"But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto

the voice of the Lord thy God (because you've lost your

fear of Him}, to observe to do all His commandments and His
statutes which | command thee this day; that all these curses
shall come upon thee, and overtake thee {then over 40 verses
listing the various curses follow)."

(Deuteronomy 28:15 K.J.V.)

"Because I have called, and ye refused; I have stretched out

My hand, and no man regarded; but ye have set at nought all

My counsel, and would none of My reproof (because you lost

your fear of YaHWeH): I also will laugh at your calamity;

I wiil mock when you cometh; when your fear cometh as desolation,
and your destruction cometh as a whirlwind; when distress and
anguish cometh upon you, then shall they call upon Me, but I
will not answer, they shall seek Me early, but they shall not
find Me: for that they hated knowledge, AND DID NOT CHOOSE

THE FEAR OF THE LORD: they would none of My counsel: they
despised all My reproof. Therefore shall they eat of the fruit
of their own way, and be filled with their own devices. For
the turning away of the simple shall slay them, and THE
PROSPERITY OF FOOLS SHALL DESTROY THEM."

(Proverbs 1:24-32 K.J.V.)

We haven't really needed YaHWeH for so long; because our “prosperity" consumed
us; and we have therefore lost our fear of Him. Sc "calamity", "destruction®,
“distress", and "anguish" will come, and our “loving God" will not do a thing
to abate it. Sorry folks; I didn't write this, I'm just quoting what He wrote.
But look at the verse that follows what I just quoted...

"But whoso hearkeneth unto Me (from fear of Me) shall dwell
safely, and shall be quiet from fear of evil."
(Proverbs 1:33 K.J.V.)

That's it in a nutshell... You either fear YaHWeH, or He'll see to it that you
will fear evil. It's up to you.

The second reason a loving God allows painful circumstances to run their course
is because He must keep His word. And He promised...

"Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man
soweth, the same shall he also reap."
(Galatians 6:7 K.J.V.)

Before YaHWeH can allow His child to enter eternal rest, this guarantee must be
satisfied. This isn't because God is ticked-off about things you've done. It
is because His Kingdom is based on justice and perfect balance...
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"And if mischief (this means ‘injury'} follow, then thou
shalt give life for life, eye for eye, tooth for tooth,
burning for burning, wound for wound, stripe for stripe.”
{Exodus 21:23-25 K.J.V.)

OQur Messiah told us that we should not take revenge; we should not take an eye
for an eye (see Matthew 5:38). So does this Scripture hold water today?
Absclutely, or YaHWeH could be mocked. The difference is this. We don't take
the eye... our Father does. As we read earlier, He is a God of vengeance,
"yesterday, today, and forever'. You will reap the crop from every seed you've
sown. This is a necessary part of your perfection. 1 had somecne tell me that
they couidn't remember ever doing things which would produce the crop they are
harvesting. This is because of another fact of spiritual life; one which has
been kept hidden by traditional teaching of churchianity. And it is the sub-
ject of another paper. What's really shocking, is the abundance of proof of
this fact in the pages of your Bible. We've been here before folks. Not in
our present earth-suit, but a different one. And many times; as many times as
it takes for our perfection. "Reincarnation® is a dirty word in churchianity.
It is seen as voodoo, occultism, satanism. But it's BIBLE; and one way YaHWeH
perfects His sheep, polishes His jewels, purifies His gold. Let me give you
just cne of many Bible proots of this. This comes from the cldest Book in our
Bible; many scholars believe it's the oldest book in the world. Reincarnation
of the spirit in another flesh body was set out from the earliest time...

"For 1 know {this is Job speaking) that my Redeemer liveth,
and that He shall stand at the latter day upon the earth;
and though after my skin {my current flesh-man} worms will
destroy THIS BODY, YET IN MY (future) FLESH {body} SHALL I
SEE GOD: WHOM I SHALL SEE FOR MYSELF, AND MY (physical)
EYES SHALL BEHOLD..."

(Job 19:25-27 K.J.V.)

Though worms would destroy Job's physical body (as Job), he knew for sure that
he would be back, in another flesh-man, in the future, to see the Saviour with
his own eyes. Many other Biblical disclosures have been kept from you.

For most of my life, I had excellent teeth. My Dentist always remarked about
them. But over the course of less than ten years, I have lost most of them.

And the ones which remain have been deformed. The Dentist is completely
puzzled by it. Well, I must have taken teeth from others in a former journay
through this physical realm; and it does say that T WILL "give tooth for tooth".
So I never complain about my smile.

So we come to the final reason for our Father allowing what seems so terrible
to happen to His children. This too is because He keeps His word. Years ago
I was given a little book as a gift. It was a list of all the wonderful
"promises” in God's Word. But there were two big problems with this book: it
made no mention of any conditions which are to be met in order to qualify for
a promise; and it left out all the promises which aren't cheery.

Herefs a Bible promise...



-7-  {How Can A Loving God?)

"Yea, AND ALL THAT WILL LIVE GODLY IN CHRIST
SHALL SUFFER PERSECUTION.™
(II Timothy 3:12 K.J.V.)

Yes Sir... a direct promise from the Word of God. IF you are determined to
live in obedience to YaHWeH, you WILL (not "might") SUFFER. And not just per-
secution. The Bible promises "affliction", “shame", "want", "being reviled",
"being spoken evil of falsely", and a whole bunch of things which are the
direct result of our diligence in obedience to a loving God. And our loving
Father will not stop it. He will allow it for our good, even though it doesn't
feel good. But He won't let us go through it alone. He will take us through
our sufferings (not out of them) by the hand.

So... "How can a loving God allow this to happen?" It is because it is a re-
sult of disobedience, or lesing our fear of Him, or because we have more reap-
ing of the crop we've sown, or because it's a promised result of our diligent
walk along the strait and nmarrow way; or, a combination of any of these things.
We must not complain; we must not blame YaHWeH. These are the facts, the "hard
sayings" of spiritual reality.
