























-9-  (Can Your Faith Move A Mountain?)

Can your faith move a mountain? Well, the only way for it to be possible, as
cur Messiah reveals so clearly, is for your spoken words toc agree with your
faith. Notice that He did not say that you shall have whatsoever you hope for,
or whatsoever you think about; no, He said you shall have whatsoever you SPEAK!
that is, if what you speak is combined with your faith. But we err if we see
this as an easy way to get the stuff we want. This is a iwo-edged sword. If
your faith is of the popular "fear" variety - if you believe in your heart that
your fears shall come to pass - and speak words which agree with your faith
(fear-faith)... BINGO!... you shall have that. Faith AND speaking are like
two-part epoxy. When you mix them together, you have an unbreakable mixture.
So be very careful before you mix the two parts... you can't undoc them.

If you have a mountain - an obstacle - in your life which needs to be removed;
be absclutely consistent in faith (believing in your heart) and in your words.
Let me give you an example. 1 had placed something very important in a safe
place. Well, it turned out to be so safe, 1 had completely forgotten where I
had put it. It came fo the time I needed it. 1 searched high and low, over
and over, but could not find it. I knew about the two-part epoxy. So [ asked
the Father to refresh my memory, in faith. Then I purposely stopped trying to
remember; 1 let it go. But for three days I spoke out with the words of my
mouth, "Thank You Father YaHWeH, I WILL FIND IT; and I will find it in time."
If wasn't just a mindless recital of a mantra; I really spoke my faith with
purpose and assurance, but also in rest, not panic. On the day [ needed it,

I was absorbed with something completely unrelated, and a picture popped into
my head of me placing the envelope in the spot where it was. That may seem
trivial, and I could have used more dramatic examples; but I used this one for
a reason. It happened that a relative had called me about losing something
very important. She was in an absolute panic. For many days, every time I
talked with her she kept saying, "I know it's gone; I'll never get it back.”
She too mixed the bottles of epoxy: faith and words. Well, she never did get
it back. We both had faith (one, that it would be found; one, that it would
not be). We both used words (one, "I WILL find it"; one, "I'l1 NEVER find it"}.
And we both "have whatsoever thou saith" when it agreed with our faith.

Finally, & most important part of our “walk by faith". We need shoes. Without
these shoes, our feet will become so blistered, we won't be able to carry on...

"What doth 1t profit, my brethren, though a man say he
hath faith, AND HAVE NOT WORKS? Can faith save him?

If a brother or sisier be naked, and destitute of daily
food, and one of you say unto them, Depart in peace, be
ye warmed and filled; notwithstanding ye give them not
those things which are needful o the body, what doth it
profit? Even so faith, IF IT HATH NOT WORKS, IS DEAD,
being alone... Was not Abraham our father justified by
works, when he offered Isaac his son upon the altar?
Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by
works was faith made perfect? And the scripiure was
fulfilled which saith, Abraham believed God, and it was
imputed unto him for righteousness; and he was called
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the Friend of God. SEE THEN HOW THAT BY WORKS A

MAN IS JUSTIFIED, AND NOT BY FAITH ONLY... For as

the body without the spirit is dead, SO FAITH WITHOUT
WORKS IS DEAD ALSO."

(James 2:14-17,21-24,26 K.J.V.)

I like James' example. Your brother has nothing; he's hungry. You can speak
all the warm and fuzzy encouragement you want to him, but if you don't feed
him, your faith is dead. Now how are these two things connected: your faith,
and not helping your brother in need? Like this... to give your brother what
he needs "proves" your faith. How? Because by giving away your food to him,
means you have to replace your own food by your faith. These were not wealthy
people he was speaking to. These were people who needed daily bread. QOur so-
called "affluence" has screwed up life like you wouldn't want to believe.

What you think is the "blessing" of materialism, is actually a curse; the big-
gest stumbling-block in your life. Well, that's another paper. In the shoe-
leather reality of James' circle, to give a hungry brother your bread, meant
you would be in need of bread for tomorrow. And THAT puts shoes on your faith.

If Abraham had not taken Isaac to the altar, and raised the knife, would he
still be the father of our faith? Absolutely not. I'm preaching to myself
here. I have to live by faith. Once I had lots of stuff, and money. Now, I
have been blessed with humbling, and a most basic lifestyle. I could write

a thousand pages about faith; but if I wouldn't give my last slice of bread to
a hungry Israelite, [ better keep my mouth shut.

You cannot make faith; but you can exercise your faith to where it can move any
mountain which stands in your path. May Almighty YaHWeH, my Abba Father, use
these words to inspire a brother or sisier.
